The charity is currently seeking to raise £100,000 to purchase three new minibuses.

Carolyn Daw, director The Marketing-PR Company said: “I was delighted by Ellie’s initiative and pleased for The Marketing-PR Company to be the first to sign up to her scheme. Recycling used ink cartridges and old mobile phones is a very easy way raise funds for a great local cause. There are many small businesses in the region who could also make a big difference, just by recycling one or two cartridges at a time. Instead of putting them in a bin, put them a freepost envelope and Dame Hannah’s can really benefit.”
